As well as Chris Hayes’ report
from the Seaforth Beach Erosion Subcommittee which included a planned meeting for 13th April to discuss future works to protect
our coastline, as well as a commitment from local residents. Also discussed was the removal of some coconut trees and we have
been informed that Mackay Region Council had contractors remove only those that posed a risk to safety based on the state of the
trees as inspected by arborists.

Unfortunately the annual financial report done by our auditors was not as clear as we would have liked so our new Treasurer
discussed this in further detail at meeting on April 23rd. The Auditors report will be presented at the next meeting. The topic of
moving the Emergency Noticeboard from the top of memorial area at Seaforth down toward the chalkboard was raised but was
rejected due to flood possibility. The announcement was made that a Market Committee has been formed to manage the Sunday
Markets.

An
additional 220,000 breast screens are expected to be delivered over four years as a result of the campaign, and this could potentially
lead to the detection of an extra 600 breast cancers across Australia in a year. More than 1.8 million women are screened every two
years and more than 75 per cent of breast cancers occur in women over 50.
